Woolhope Parish Hall  Green Audit 

Built in 1999  but lacking cavity wall insulation, with a highly inefficient central oil fired boiler supplying hot water  to distant kitchen and toilets and with many other small problems contributing to high energy bills and a big carbon footprint. The village won a £6,550 award from their Council. Here is the thorough audit they did to find all the things they could change.
 Your hall will be different but the same detailed audit process could end up saving you a lot of money.
Audit of parish hall on 30th June 2010 – Andy Mayes & Beth Booth
Kitchen – 

· Domestic Cooker and warming oven giving 8 hot plates and one oven considered very old, inefficient and high fuel consumption.  Suggest replacing with new commercial 6 burner range cooker with catering size oven.

· Refrigerator could be turned off when not being used

· It takes 70 seconds to run water hot enough to wash up from the sink taps. Suggest providing instantaneous boiler for hot water to 2 sinks and hwb. 

· Tea water boiler constantly needs servicing and is rusty underneath.  Suggest Replacement.

Toilets

· Suggest Sensor lights in toilets

· Takes 30 seconds to get hot water to basins in ladies toilet. Suggest instantaneous heaters.

· Suggest water savers, bags or similar in cisterns to save water.

Gents toilets

· Suggest Urinal flush sensors.  Mend faulty urinal 

Disabled Toilet

· Suggest light sensor.  Sign on hand dryer switch. No touch hand wash water heater.
Meeting Room

· Suggest water pipes are lagged

· Fire door needs draft strip/mastic.

· Sink to be removed from WI cupboard and shelves installed.

Main Hall

· Suggest Insulate water pipes to radiator.

· Suggest New tight fitting curtains with thermal linings and fire retardant.

· Suggest install sink from Meeting Room in bar area for washing up.

Changing Room Area
· Suggest lagging hot water pipes in changing rooms.

· Mastic and draft proofing to outside door.
Structure

· Outside walls constructed of brick and block with no cavity fill as far as we know.

· Ceilings – suspended polystyrene tiles
· Roof pitched, tiled.

· Suggest – cavity wall insulation, 

· Suggest - 150 mm additional insulation in entire roof.

For the purpose of the £6,500 grant, we would prioritise as follows:-

· Roof Insulation

Other items that could be included 

· Sensor lights for toilets and disabled toilet

· New hot water boiler for kitchen  

With a view to applying for an “Awards For All” Grant, we would suggest:-

· New Hot Water system to supply hot water to showers and changing rooms only.

· New Central Heating boiler incorporated in the above, using possibly wood pellets. This needs further investigation and advice.  No costings obtained.
