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Preparation to Teach in the Lifelong Learning Sector
Course Information

Is this the right course for me?

‘Preparation to Teach in the Lifelong Learning Sector will give you an introduction to teaching adults – people over the age of compulsory education.  Anyone who has a job where training or teaching adults is involved, even if this happens infrequently, will find this course helpful.  
What will the course cover?

The course covers all the essentials for the new teacher who would like to get things right from the start, so planning and preparation is covered early in the course, as is the topic of teaching methods and assessment.  You will be introduced to various approaches to the process of learning and encouraged to discuss how these ideas fit with your ideas on effective teaching and training. Communication and feedback are key skills for the teacher and the course will give you some ideas for these.  
How long does the course last?
The actual face to face sessions last for thirty hours, spread over six days. 
How much individual work is involved?
You will be expected to carry out a further thirty hours of individual study.  Much of this work will be started in the group sessions and will be completed by you in your own time.
Your teaching

You do not have to be currently involved in any teaching in order to take part in this course.  If you are teaching currently, the course will be very relevant to you.
Our Teaching

The tutor for this course, Jackie Hughes, is an experienced teacher trainer who has worked on teacher training programme for six years.  She believes in active learning, in group discussions, in interaction between teacher and ‘trainee’.  Being receptive to new ideas is a teaching skill which is invaluable so sharing your ideas on teaching with the group participants and reflecting on experience will be the main focus of the sessions.
